Conservation of 1780s portraits of Jean Jacob and his second wife, Anne Courtauld. 

 
Hestercombe Gardens Trust        £2,600 
Conservation of The Storm, a painting by Coplestone Warre Bampfylde (1720-1791), former 
occupant of Hestercombe House.  

 
Spalding Gentlemen’s Society, Lincolnshire       £2,000 
Project to clean, digitise and store the Society’s collection of historic maps. 
 
Beckford’s Tower Trust         £5,000 
Recreation of the original cast iron window grilles on this 1820s Grade 1 Listed building. 

 
Lichfield Cathedral          £1,500 
Conservation of two books from the Cathedral Library:   
Armorial of the Garter of c. 1580 & Volume 1 of Froissart’s Chronicles, printed in 1559. 

 
St Mary’s Church, Titchmarsh, Northamptonshire     £4,000 
Conservation of two wall memorials painted by the artist Elizabeth Creed in 1710 and 1722.   

 
St Bartholomew’s Church, Tong, Shropshire      £3,000 
Conservation of three 15th century alabaster chest tombs. 
 
St John the Baptist Church, South Carlton, Lincolnshire      £3,000 
Conservation of the tomb of Sir John and Lady Monson, 1625. 

 
Parish Church of St Mary the Virgin, Great Milton, Oxfordshire    £4,000 
Conservation of early 17th century monument to Sir Ambrose Dormer, d. 1556,  
and his son Sir Michael Dormer, d. 1616. 
 
St Leonard’s Church, Bulford, Wiltshire       £3,300 
Conservation of Royal Arms from the reign of Charles 1, with an over-painted panel - 
‘Fear God and Honour the King 1666’. 

 
St Mary the Virgin Church, Arlingham, Gloucestershire     £2,000 
The repair of three stone wall memorials dated 1738, 1758 and 1784 at risk of collapse.   

 
University of Cambridge: The Fitzwilliam Museum     £4,000 
Urgent treatment of mould growth in the archive of the paint dealers Windsor & Newton. 
 
All Saints Church, Sandon, Staffordshire      £5,000 
Conservation of the Erdeswicke Monument, 1601. 
 



St Matthew’s Church, Morley, Derbyshire      £5,000 
Conservation of late 15th Century stained glass windows originally from Dale Abbey. 
 
St George’s Church, Trotton, West Sussex      £5,000 
Conservation of a scheme of 14th Century wall paintings. 

 
St James the Great Church, Cranham, Gloucestershire      £5,000 
Conservation of 16th century German Triptych depicting St John the Baptist and Saints.  
 
Church of the Holy Rood, Ampney Crucis, Gloucestershire    £2,500 
Repairs to two Grade II listed churchyard tombs of 1776 and 1792. 
 
St Mary Magdalene Church, Wethersfield, Essex     £2,000 
Repair of a churchyard tomb, 1809. 

 
St Moran’s Church, Lanmorran, Cornwall       £1,000 
Supplementary grant towards the conservation of two 17th century carved slate memorials. 
(Original grant £3,000).
